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The best way is to write on the back of photographs using a 2B pencil; it's softer and won't leave an
indentation. On newer photographs that have been processed on coated papers the pencil won't work;
you will need to use an acid free non-bleeding archival marker. These can be found in craft and hobby

stores. The most important thing to remember is: NAMES — PLACE — EVENT - DATE
